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German foreign policy in the period of adaptation to the realities
of the post-bipolar world

Abstract. The transition from a bipolar to a post-bipolar system of international relations and the
reunification of the FRG and the GDR in 1990 marked the beginning of a new stage in the history
of Germany. The article examines the period of transformation and adaptation of the foreign policy
of reunited Germany to the realities of the post-bipolar world order. The purpose of this study is to
analyze the main directions of German foreign policy during the chancellorship of Helmut Kohl. At
that time it was important for the FRG to strengthen stability and develop democracy in the
territories of neighboring eastern countries. The position of the FRG in German-American relations
had also changed. Reunited Germany became a strategically important partner of the United States
in the North Atlantic Treaty Organization and one of the central countries to initiate NATO
expansion into Eastern Europe. Bilateral relations between Germany and Russia during the period
under review developed in a positive way, since after the collapse of the USSR and the reunification
of Germany both countries were in search of new foreign policy benchmarks. Providing a detailed
description of the actions of the first government of reunited Germany in adapting the country to the
new external conditions, the author concludes that a new geopolitical situation was formed in
Europe after the reunification of the FRG and the GDR.

Introduction

The late 1980s and early 1990s witnessed fundamental changes on the world
stage, leading to the collapse of the previous bipolar system of international relations
and the transition to a post-bipolar world order.

The emergence of the post-bipolar world order was the result of the end of the
Cold War, the dissolution of the 1955 Warsaw Treaty Organization, and the changes
in the political map of the world, namely the collapse of the USSR, Yugoslavia,
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of the post-bipolar world Research

Czechoslovakia and redistribution of spheres of geopolitical influence (i.e. NATO as
one power center and the United States as one superpower).

The reunification of the Federal Republic of Germany (FRG), and the German
Democratic Republic (GDR) at the end of the 20" century was one of the greatest and
most significant events both in the history of Germany and in global politics. The
creation of a single reunited Germany changed the country’s economic and political
position in Europe and in international relations.

The analysis of the foundations of German foreign policy in the post-bipolar
world is an important topic, for it will reveal further possible scenarios for the
development of German-Russian relations. Considering the changing international
situation, the position of the FRG is of great importance for Russia when making
decisions on particularly important problems relating to international relations.
Therefore, the scientific community pays close attention to the problem of Germany
defining its foreign policy in the post-bipolar world. This topic is widely represented
both in Russian and in foreign studies. Among Russian publications, the following
authors can be mentioned: N. Pavlov,' V. Vasil'ev,” S. Pogorel'skaya,3 M. Strelets,”
and others. In foreign studies, this problem is considered in the works of S. Bierling,’
M. Gortemaker,’ F.-W. Steinmeier,” H. Adomeit,® and others. Scholars from different
countries analyze opinions and foreign policy benchmarks of the German leadership
during the period of adaptation to the new realities associated with a change in the
framework for action of the FRG on the world stage and also consider internal and
external factors that somehow influenced the formation of German foreign policy
after reunification.

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Main body

During the existence of the bipolar world order, the Soviet Union (predecessor of
the Russian Federation) was a superpower, while the FRG was a state with almost
limited sovereignty that sought to restore its unity and ensure its national security
amid the ongoing global confrontation between the socialist and capitalist camps.

The situation changed dramatically after the reunification of the FRG and the
GDR in 1990. With its enhanced capabilities, Germany, which had previously played
an important role in NATO and the European Economic Community, significantly
increased its political and economic influence and appeared on the world stage in a
completely new capacity.

As soon as Germany gained its new international status, the German political elite
set itself three main tasks: first, to transform the socio-economic order in the new
federal states and to finalize the complete reunification of the country through
economic development of the former GDR; second, to achieve certain results in the
question of European unification; and third, to decide on the new course of action in
the new post-bipolar world.

As a result of German reunification, its economic potential also increased.
However, for the Christian-democratic and liberal-conservative coalition, the task of
merging the former socialist country with the major capitalist power proved to be
rather difficult. The process required more time and resources than it was initially
anticipated. It required an enormous financial effort by the whole of Germany in
order to turn the economy of the former GDR into a functioning system with social
market economy.’

In spite of this, while in 1990 the gross national product (GNP) (calculated in the
FRG as “gross social product” — Bruttosozialprodukt, or BSP) amounted to DM
2 425.5 billion, in 1991 it increased to DM 2 826.6 billion and subsequently increased
by 2-2.5% annually, which was a good indicator.'” Germany succeeded in securing
the third position in the world after the USA and Japan and also in becoming number
one in Europe in terms of its gross national product and in gaining a strong position
in commodity markets.

However, economic success alone was not enough to obtain the status of a
superpower, which was one of the reasons for revising the foreign policy of the
already reunited Germany. '’

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At the initial stage of existence of reunited Germany, Chancellor Helmut Kohl
made it a priority to prove the “normality” of the chosen foreign policy, which was
based on general humanistic liberal-democratic values and could only be put into
practice within the system of Western alliances. During Kohl’s chancellorship,
observance of international law continued to be the most important point in the
implementation of the country’s foreign policy.

Throughout the 1990s, great work was done to change Germany’s foreign policy
priorities because the previous ones, formed during the country’s limited sovereignty,
became rather outdated and did not correspond to the new status of reunited
Germany.'? “Intra-German policy,” i.e. the relationship between the FRG and the
GDR, which was high on the list of foreign policy priorities of the former West
Germany, moved to the catalogue of internal political and internal economic
problems of the reunited country under the new conditions. Therefore, it was
necessary to choose a foreign policy strategy that would promote not only the
interests of Europe and the West but also the interests of Germany.

At the initial stage of its existence, reunited Germany acted rather hesitantly in
times of international crises. However, in 1995, the Federal President of Germany
Roman Herzog (CDU) published a policy paper in which he outlined his vision of a
new foreign policy strategy of the country. Herzog stated that Germany had reached a
very high level in political, economic and military spheres and had to start taking
advantage of it. According to Herzog’s point of view, it was important for the
Bundeswehr to implement Article 5 of the North Atlantic Treaty, which called for
joint action in order to help any NATO member that was attacked by an aggressor. "

It is worth noting that when it comes to German foreign policy before
reunification, the most important thing back then was to create a reliable security
system that could withstand possible threats from the Warsaw Treaty Organization.
Bilateral international relations of the FRG were at the bottom of the list of foreign
policy priorities. Eastern Policy, in its turn, figured both in the security policy and in
the country’s foreign policy. However, with the disappearance of the European
socialist camp and of the concept of Eastern Europe in its political sense, Eastern
Policy ceased to exist.

At the end of the 20™ century, the foreign policy of the FRG changed its focus
from the military to the economic aspects. This was due to the fact that the protection
of economic interests became a much more important and necessary issue of the
country’s foreign policy.

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After the reunification of Germany, four priorities were identified in the country’s
foreign policy to be developed first of all:

1. Further development and integration of the new states into the European Union

2. Further development of bilateral German-American relations in order to
maintain the US presence in Europe

3. Provision of an extended field of action for Germany in multilateral diplomacy,
first of all in international organizations, e.g. in the UN

4. Development of a relationship built on trust and economic partnership with the
Russian Federation.'*

In 1997, German scientists conducted a survey on the attitudes of the population
towards foreign policy."> As a result, three main objectives of the country’s foreign
policy emerged from this survey, namely: maintaining friendly relations with as
many countries as possible (69%), pursuing the country’s economic interests (60%),
and reaching an agreement with the rest of the EU (52%). Many Germans were of the
opinion that Germany should come out from under the shadow of its Nazi past and
take more independent actions in foreign policy. The surveys of 1997 showed that
40% of Germans believed that promoting the state’s own interests in the international
arena is the most important foreign policy objective.'® However, 27% of the
respondents were of the opinion that Germany should get integrated into a united
Europe more enthusiastically, using its economic and political potential rather than
aiming at maximum performance in the economic and political spheres.

During the period under review, the idea of a “power” acquired utmost
importance for the first time in a long while in the discussion of the future foreign
policy of the FRG. “It is about the power of Germany and about the strength of
Germany.”'” The category of power and strength is seen above all as an indicator of
the changed foreign policy role of the FRG, which has come to be perceived globally
as a “great power against its will.”'®

Actions taken to adapt Germany to the new external environment and their
features

In order to further strengthen Germany’s position on the international stage, the
government of reunited Germany made it a priority to seek permanent membership in
the UN Security Council. In this regard, at the UN General Assembly on September
25, 1991, the Federal Minister for Foreign Affairs Hans-Dietrich Genscher

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announced for the first time that the FRG was ready to contribute to the effective
functioning of this organization by accepting all rights and obligations of a UN
member, including the participation of the Bundeswehr in the collective security
policy."’

As a condition for Germany’s membership in the United Nations Security
Council (UNSC), amendments to the Basic Law for the Federal Republic of Germany
were passed by the German Federal Constitutional Court on 12 July 1994. The
amendments to Article 24 (2) made it possible for the Bundeswehr troops to
participate in any military operations of the United Nations and NATO after
receiving an approval of the Bundestag.*’ The chosen course towards joining the UN
Security Council was continued by Klaus Kinkel, the next German Minister for
Foreign Affairs. Kinkel voiced Germany’s interest in joining the Security Council in
September 1992 at the 47" UN General Assembly. Despite the fact that the FRG
initiative was approved by several permanent UN Security Council members
(including Russia), no positive result was achieved regarding this proposal.’' Kinkel
made another appeal in September 1995 at the 49" UN General Assembly. Referring
to his country’s considerable economic and political capabilities, he emphasized that
the FRG could play an effective role in the UNSC.

Despite the fact that reunited Germany opted for a global approach in its foreign
policy, the Germans did not forget their national interests that among other things
included Germany’s military independence. The most advantageous way of being
engaged in any international actions at that time was the gradualist policy selected by
Kohl’s government.** The first step was Germany’s indirect participation in the UN
armed campaign in the Persian Gulf. During the preparation and deployment of the
operation in 1990-91, Germany rendered the international coalition financial,
medical and military aid in spite of the strong pressure of the USA demanding that
the Bundeswehr should be directly engaged in military operations. To support that
armed campaign, the FRG allocated DM 17 billion, i.e. one third of the military

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budget of Germany. Subsequently, during the 1990s, the German armed forces were
directly or indirectly involved in 24 UN operations, including humanitarian missions
in Cambodia, where German medics were engaged, and the Bundeswehr’s
participation in the operations in Somalia.”> The Kosovo crisis prompted the German
government to reconsider its chosen foreign policy. The idea was that no German
soldiers should be present in the territories that had suffered from Nazi Germany.
“Morality” continued to be a cornerstone of German foreign policy.

In the case of the first Yugoslav crisis and the Gulf War, the German leadership
refused the use of Bundeswehr forces beyond the borders of the FRG on the grounds
of “morality.” However, during the Kosovo crisis, “morality” was simply used as a
cover for the involvement of German aircraft in the bombing of Serbia. German
society was caught up in the disinformation disseminated by the media, which
conjured up brutal images of new “Serbian fascists” who were exterminating
Kosovars. In 1995-96, internal party debates were held in Germany over the
involvement of the Bundeswehr in the Balkan crisis. Although the left-wing SPD had
been able to defend a pacifist position on this issue at the conference in Mannheim in
November 1995, the SPD voted for the use of the Bundeswehr forces in Bosnia in
1996.

In 1994, the government published another white paper, the White Paper on the
Security of the Federal Republic of Germany that described the country’s geopolitical
security interests.”* Analyzing the 1994 White Paper, it is possible to point out the
following foreign policy priorities:

1. Preservation of freedom, security and prosperity of German citizens and the
inviolability of the state’s territory

2. Integration with the European democracies inside the European Union because
democracy, the rule of law, and prosperity in Europe also mean peace and security
for Germany

3. Formation of a strong transatlantic alliance with the United States as a world
power based on the community of values and equal interests because the US
capabilities are indispensable for international stability

4. Orientation towards reconciliation and partnership with neighboring eastern
states; inclusion of these states in western structures and thus formation of a new
comprehensive cooperative security order

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5. Full respect of international law and human rights and a just global economic
order based on market economic rules; because the security of individual states is
ensured only in a global security system with peace, law and prosperity for all.®

These priorities make it possible to say that the chosen foreign policy was based
on dialogue, cooperation, defense of Germany’s own interests and multilateralism.

One of the priorities of the government under Helmut Kohl was the unification of
Europe within the European Union, which included the creation of a single internal
market by 1992, the opening of European borders, an extension of the European
Parliament’s influence, the harmonization of foreign policy and security policy, as
well as the establishment of a European economic and monetary union. By December
1991, following the decision of the heads of the states and governments of the
European Economic Community (EEC), a draft Treaty between 12 states had already
been prepared. The Treaty was provisionally signed on February 7, 1992. The
Maastricht Treaty, or the Treaty on the European Union, was signed on December 7,
1992. Due to its increased capacities, reunited Germany took a leading role in the
European Union.

At the same time, the Germans faced a difficult psychological situation as they
began to worry that the increased strength of their state would make their allies and
partners fear them, which proved to be not entirely unfounded. Some countries, most
notably Great Britain and France, were indeed concerned that reunification and
further strengthening of Germany could lead to a revival of the idea of a “Fourth
Reich.” To allay these fears, Kohl’s government proclaimed the continuity of the
foreign policy of the Bonn Republic, which could become an integral part of the
security policy of the European Union and the countries of the West as a whole.?

The European Union has always been of great importance to the FRG, as it gave
the country the opportunity to weaken the influence of its nationalist past and to
strengthen its position in the European system of states. The active involvement of
the Federal Republic of Germany in the European Union enabled Germany to find its
rightful place in Europe and also to finally restore the unity of its state. The
reunification of the GDR and the FRG is an example of how the integration process
can have a positive effect on national state interests. According to Russian scholars,
“the Germans were perhaps the only nation to embrace Europe so passionately and
with such idealism as a replacement for their national identity and national traditions
that were shattered after the war.”*’

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Active European integration, which made it possible to form a secure territory in
Europe and to simultaneously increase the impact on the situation in other regions,
was a strategically important foreign policy direction for the Federal Republic of
Germany that corresponded to its national interests.”*

Bilateral German-American relations followed European integration in the list of
priorities of German foreign policy. This was emphasized by the first Chancellor of
reunited Germany. The relations between Germany and the United Stated were based
on shared values and interests, both bilaterally and multilaterally.

Little by little, however, with the development of European integration, the end of
the Cold War and the confrontation between blocs, the importance of the relationship
with the US for Germany diminished considerably.

German attitudes towards the United States and the idea of a “partnership in
leadership” between these two states were rather restrained. It was explained by the
fact that for the Americans it was more advantageous to cooperate with a partner who
had a clearly established position, but at that time Germany was still adapting to the
new international environment and dealing with internal problems after the
reunification of the German states.” German foreign policy was aimed at
strengthening its own competitiveness on global and regional markets.

The foreign policy of the German government was clearly oriented towards
Europe. Apparently, this fact manifested itself in the weakened influence of the
United States in shaping German security policy and the country’s foreign policy in
general. In Germany, new perceptions of the US began to take shape primarily among
the members of the SPD, the Greens, the CDU, and the far-right parties.>

With the end of the East-West confrontation, NATO’s specific mission of
preventing external threats through nuclear deterrence was no longer relevant, and the
Alliance’s forces were reoriented towards security and crisis management. To meet
these challenges, it was necessary to expand the sphere of influence. While the USA
saw NATO as an instrument of global strategy, Europe remained a strategic military
and political reference point for Germany. For this reason, Germany was one of the
first countries to support the accession of new states to the Alliance in order to
expand its military security area.

The issue of NATO expansion was first considered at the NATO Council meeting
in December 1992. Volker Riihe, German Federal Minister of Defense, proposed that
the countries in Central and Eastern Europe that had been able to overcome political

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reforms should be included in the Alliance. The FRG leadership believed that NATO
membership would help stabilize these countries on the international level. They also
believed that NATO expansion with the help of adding new members would free
Germany from the highly uncomfortable geopolitical role of an outpost that the
country was forced to play in the bipolar world order.

In 1997, at the NATO Summit in Madrid, Poland, Hungary and the Czech
Republic were invited to become official members of the Alliance. These countries
joined NATO in 1999 and became the first “eastern” members of the Alliance after
1990. In this way, the United States and the FRG took the first step in NATO
eastward expansion. This tactic of the Alliance to admit new members and strengthen
collective security became possible in the first instance due to the support of the
German government.”'

The economic sphere also played an important role in European-American
relations. There were approximately 1,700 companies in Germany into which the
Americans invested, and approximately 2,500 German companies operated as
American firms in the United States. In 1998, the merger of the German car maker
Daimler-Benz and the United States-based Chrysler Corporation, the largest-ever
merger in the automotive industry, reaffirmed the importance of trade relations and
investment policies between the two countries.”

Joachim Bitterlich, Helmut Kohl’s foreign policy advisor, identified six points of
overlapping German and US interests:

— revision of the Maastricht Treaty in order to achieve greater consolidation of
European foreign and security policy, a stronger fight against drug abuse, and
implementation of a common immigration policy

— foundation of an economic union with the introduction of a common currency

— adoption of new investment and agricultural legislation

— integration of the Central and Eastern European countries into Western
European cooperation structures, including accession to the European Union

— development of closer ties with Russia, Ukraine, Turkey, and the Middle East

— search for a new security architecture within NATO and the OSCE.>

On December 3, 1995, in Madrid, the New Transatlantic Agenda was signed by
the European Union and the United States. The document emphasized willingness to
cooperate based on shared values and common objectives. It was accompanied by a
list of challenges and responses concerning security and stability in the trade sphere
as well as the expansion and further development of the transatlantic partnership.

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For a rather long period of time, Germany was assigned a role of an object of
American foreign policy in German-American relations. Therefore, although
Germany became a staunch ally for the US during the Cold War years, the attitude of
West German society towards the US remained ambiguous.

In the new realities of the post-bipolar world order, the Federal Republic of
Germany had to identify new approaches to security not only with its long-term and
most important partners in the West but also with its former adversaries in the East,
which required the development of a foreign policy towards Russia (the successor of
the former USSR).

Following the collapse of the Soviet Union and the consequent elimination of the
Soviet military threat and deideologization of international relations, further
development of Russian-German relations became an important direction in German
foreign policy. The period between 1991 and 1998, which could be seen as an
“adaptation” period for both sides, was an important milestone. The common task
both for Russia and for Germany was to adapt to the post-bipolar world order system
and in a short while to take a place on the world stage that would match the new
international status of the countries.

Considering the geopolitical realities of the 1990s, Russian-German relations
were of rather ambiguous nature. However, it is a generally accepted belief that
Chancellor Helmut Kohl and President Boris Yeltsin were able to provide an
exemplary stability of the productive dialogue between the two countries.

Before the collapse of the USSR, the two leaders had signed a Joint Declaration,
in which they noted the importance of cooperation and mutual interest in developing
bilateral relations in order to achieve friendship, good neighborliness, and
cooperation between the two states.>

On December 26, 1991, Germany was the first Western country to declare its
recognition of the Russian Federation as the legal successor to the Soviet Union. The
constructive development of bilateral relations was beneficial to both sides: the
Russian leadership needed international recognition and support from a strong
Western state, and Germany needed the assistance of the Russian Federation as the
legal successor to the USSR in dealing with the withdrawal of the Western Group of
Forces from German territory as well as in developing social and economic relations
between the two countries.

In December 1992, Chancellor Helmut Kohl paid his first official visit to
Moscow. During his visit, the so-called Zero Option was considered and agreed on. It
concerned the real estate of the Western Group of Forces on the side of Russia and
compensation for damage to the natural environment in troop deployment areas on

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the side of Germany. Agreements were also concluded on cultural cooperation, the
care of war graves, and cooperation in the liquidation of nuclear and chemical
weapons that were reduced or eliminated by Russia. All this made it possible to
broaden the legal and contractual framework of the bilateral relations in order to
develop connections in different areas.

The FRG is an integral part of the North Atlantic Alliance, which exerts a
significant influence on its strategic orientation and tactical objectives. The German
government encourages NATO eastward expansion despite the fact that it could be a
potential threat to the security of the Russian Federation.

It should be noted that during the last years of Kohl’s chancellorship, there was a
change in the principles of German foreign policy towards Russia. Due to the growth
of foreign debt of the Russian Federation and the escalating crisis in the economic,
political, and social spheres, German political circles formed an opinion that the
friendship between the two leaders, which had been originally seen as beneficial for
both sides, was no longer useful and exhausted all possibilities to further develop
bilateral relations.

Eventually, close relations between the German and Russian leaders and mutual
interests related to foreign policy as well as Kohl’s hope that Russian support would
help improve the socio-economic situation in East Germany did not bring the
expected results.”

At the end of the 1990s, the Federal Republic of Germany succeeded in defining
its role in world politics. This role involved a more active participation in
international processes while maintaining the principle of multilateralism as the basis
of foreign policy.”® International institutions remained the main instrument of
influence. The government of Germany, both before and after the reunification of the
FRG and the GDR, advocated the integration into the international institutions.
However, after the reunification of Germany, there was a change in the discourse on
multilateralism. On the one hand, after the reunification, the German political elite
spoke of multilateralism as a confidence-building measure and an “integral part” of
the FRG’s foreign policy. On the other hand, much more often German politicians
spoke of multilateralism in the context of national interests, increasing the political
weight of Germany on the international stage and extrapolating its influence.

Multilateralism can be considered as the philosophy of globalization era, which
was based on the realities of the new period in international life. However, despite the
fact that multilateralism provided the basis for the formation of a close

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interconnection of states and regions, this policy has led to escalation of a number of
national and confessional tensions.>’

Conclusion

The transition from a bipolar to a post-bipolar system of international relations
and the reunification of the Federal Republic of Germany and the German
Democratic Republic in 1990 marked the beginning of a new phase in the history
Germany.

The present-day Federal Republic of Germany is one of the leading players on the
world stage, the leader of the European Union, and one of the states that determine
the development of the EU, its eastern policy, and transatlantic relations.

After reunification in 1990, by the end of the 20™ century, Germany had
multiplied its political and economic significance on the international stage. This has
contributed to it becoming a state whose foreign policy has a major influence on
international relations.

In the period under review, the focus of German foreign policy shifted from
military to economic priorities. This was due to the fact that the protection of
economic interests became a much more important and necessary aspect of the
country’s foreign policy. At the same time, German security policy took second place
and adopted a new configuration. Describing German foreign policy in the post-
bipolar world, it is worth noting that its main feature is its “peaceful approach.”

The period of H. Kohl’s chancellorship can be described as the “adaptation
period” for Germany. The attempt to achieve hegemony on the continent was
replaced by the “culture of restraint” (connected with Germany’s historical
responsibility) and an aspiration to integrate into the Western community of states.

In order to adapt to the realities of the post-bipolar world, the German
government identified four main objectives in foreign policy:

— further development and expansion of the European integration and the
European Union

— further development of bilateral German-American relations in order to
maintain the US presence in Europe

— provision of an extended field of action for Germany in multilateral diplomacy,
first of all in international organizations, such as the United Nations

— development of a relationship built on trust and economic partnership with the
Russian Federation.

Petrosyan, D.V. German foreign policy in the period of adaptation to the realities
of the post-bipolar world Research

For the FRG, the 1990s marked the beginning of the development of national and
state integrity and the definition of the country’s foreign policy. The reunification of
the two German states changed the geopolitical situation on the European continent.
For the Federal Republic of Germany, increasing stability and democracy in the
territories of neighboring Eastern countries became important during this period. The
position of the FRG in bilateral German-American relations also changed. Germany
became a strategically important partner of the US in the NATO bloc and one of the
first countries to initiate NATO’s eastward expansion in the expectation that it would
increase German influence. Bilateral relations between the FRG and Russia
developed constructively, as after the collapse of the Soviet Union and the
reunification of Germany, both countries were in search of new foreign policy
orientations.

By the end of the 1990s, i.e. by the end of Kohl’s chancellorship, the FRG had
managed to define its role in world politics. This role involved more active
participation in international processes while maintaining the principle of
multilateralism as the basis of foreign policy. One of the main objectives of the
FRG’s foreign policy was to prove to the international community and its own
citizens that the course chosen was “normal.” This was interpreted, above all, as a
commitment to universal humanist liberal democratic values.
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
