Old Believer Merchant Women: Women’s Social Activism in Kazan
Governorate in the Mid-19" — Early 20" Century

Abstract. Women have always occupied a significant place in Old Belief, especially compared to
the rest of the Orthodox society. At the same time, their activities did not extend beyond their
confessional group, which, in the case of Old Belief, was associated with the private sphere as a
whole. However, under the influence of industrial trends in Russian society in the middle and
second half of the 19™ century and the spread of feminist ideas, the wives of Old Believer
merchants entered the extra-confessional (public) space. This article analyses the forms and
directions of social activity of Old Believer merchants’ wives in the socio-economic life of Kazan
Governorate in the second half of the 19™ — early 20" centuries. Initially, merchants’ wives acted as
their husbands’ assistants in entrepreneurship and charity. Available sources show that over time
they became equal and independent actors. Although participation in private and organized charity
was more common than entrepreneurship, women belonging to the Old Believer merchant
community of Kazan and Kazan Governorate were represented almost equally in each of these
spheres. Old Believer merchant women were engaged not only in the trade of various goods
(haberdashery, flour, groceries, iron, copper, and ironware) but also in the production and
processing of raw materials (confectionery and flour production, oil refining, and petroleum
processing), and they were ship-owners. In the field of charity, Old Believer women initially
worked within already existing or newly established societies in Kazan and Kazan Governorate,
becoming trustees, as well as honorary and ordinary members of various organizations. Such work
allowed them to apply the experience previously gained within their confessional community. The
opportunity for Old Believers to create their own charitable societies appeared in the early
20" century. In Kazan Governorate, it was women who first took advantage of that, establishing
both purely Old Believer organizations for women and non-denominational ones for representatives
of all estates and gender groups. The article concludes that whether willingly or not, like
representatives of other estates in Kazan Governorate, the wives of Old Believer merchants became
widely involved in women’s social activity in the second half of the 19" — early 20" centuries.

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Introduction

As M. Joffe and A. Lindenmeyr note in their study “Daughters, Wives, and
Partners of the Moscow Business Elite,” one of the most discreet social groups in
19"-century Russia was that of women from the merchant estate.* This thesis can also
be considered true with regard to the wives of Old Believer merchants.

In Old Belief, the internal private space of daily life (family household routines)
belonged to women, while men were the masters of the external public space that
consisted of professional labor and social activity.

At the same time, family significantly exceeded the framework of economic and
domestic functions in the life of Old Believers. In terms of its importance for
preserving the Old Believer religious and cultural tradition, I. Kupriyanova compares
it to community. Thus, the concepts of family and religious community were
identified with each other.? As a result, the private sphere for Old Believer women
could be associated with the entire religious community as a whole.

Consequently, in analyzing the activities of Old Believer women, it is necessary to
use the methodology of the private and public spheres described by J. Habermas and
H. Arendt.® This study employs the concept of women’s social activism, which was
first introduced by A. Fedotova.*

The basis of this work includes archival sources, periodicals, and studies on the
history of Old Belief, the merchant estate,” and the women’s movement in Russia,’

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related to the topic of the article. Contemporary authors studying Old Belief focus
their research on such themes as the Old Believer family and the position of women
in the Old Believer community. On the one hand, scholars characterize the Old
Believer family as patriarchal institution, extending its boundaries to the religious
community as a whole. On the other hand, they note that under the influence of
modernization processes in the 19" — early 20" centuries, significant changes
occurred within the family, guided by the Western model of daily life, in which
power and authority in the family began to be distributed equally between husband
and wife.” The question of the high status of women in the Old Believer community
Is debatable in contemporary historiography. At the same time, historians outline a
certain range of religious and social functions that Old Believer women performed,
which made their position different from that of women in the Synodal Orthodox
Church.®

20" century, without specifically analyzing them as separate subjects of the region’s
socio-economic sphere.’

Thus, the independent (emphasis added. — A. F.) activity of the Old Believer
women from merchant estate for the benefit of the state and society, especially from
the perspective of women’s social activism in Russia in the second half of the
19" century, remains an under-researched phenomenon.

The aim of this work is to analyze the social activity of Old Believer merchant
women of Kazan and Kazan Governorate in the mid-19" — early 20" centuries as part
of women'’s social activity in Russia.

Old Believer Merchants of Kazan Governorate: A Brief Overview

The multi-ethnic and multi-confessional nature of Kazan Governorate extended to
all social strata of the region, including the merchant estate. Old Believers constituted
a significant group among the Kazan merchants.

In the 19™ century, two communities formed among the Old Believers of the
region: Pomorian Bespopovtsy (priestless Old Believers) and Popovtsy (priestly Old
Believers). The backbone of that community consisted of peasants, townspeople, and
guild workers.® However, representatives of the merchant estate, who held a high
position on a regional scale, were the leaders of the communities in the cities.

The second half of the 19" century was a successful period for Old Believer
entrepreneurship in Kazan Governorate. Milling and grain trading were the main

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areas of their economic activity. Such families as the Korovins and the Barabanovs
(the Popovtsy) as well as the Okonishnikovs, the Fomins, the Shamovs, the
Chelyshevs, the Shashins, and Romanovs (the Bespopovtsy) were involved in those
industries. Merchants also developed their own large industrial enterprises. In
particular, A. Mesetnikov organized a glass factory in Tsarevokokshaiskii Uyezd as
early as the 1830s."* In 1851, another merchant, A. Sveshnikov, opened an “iron
foundry, machine-building, forge-boiler, and mechanical plant” in Admiralteiskaya
Sloboda of Kazan, which was later inherited by his sons. Steamship transportation
also developed rather actively (by the Barabanovs, the Romanovs, the Fomins, and
the Chetvergovs).'? Merchants also ran grocery, wine, and delicatessen stores, in
which regard one might name F. Vasil'ev, and the Afanas'ev brothers.*®

The Kazan merchant estate conducted extensive charitable campaigns in the fields
of education, healthcare, and social welfare. Moreover, merchant wives provided
great assistance to their husbands in both entrepreneurial and social activities, acting
with increasing independence over time. The beginnings of that trend can be
observed as early as the first half of the 19" century. The “Nominal List of Old
Believers Residing in Kazan Who Accept Priests at the Chapel Located on the Bulak
River” for 1835 and 1838 allow for a statistical analysis of the female part of the Old
Believer community. Women were predominant in both groups: 51% among the
Popovtsy and 59% among the Bespopovtsy. However, the number of women who
were heads of families or ran businesses was small, only 14 women, which
constituted 2.5% of the total number of Old Believer women in Kazan. Among them,
12 merchant wives and widows (3.6%) belonged to the Popovtsy, and 2 widows
(0.8%) belonged to the Bespopovtsy.** That process continued in the middle and
second half of the 19" century.

In 1865, there were 38 women who were heads of families or ran businesses,
including 14 merchant wives, three merchant women (M. Podurueva, P. Fomina, and

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U. Fomina), four sisters of male merchants who had reached adulthood, and
17 daughters of merchants. Documents from 1883-84 mention two merchant women
(A. Barabanova and E. Gordeeva). However, in 1899 and 1905-07, only one
merchant woman, E. Gordeeva, was mentioned in that regard,™ which reflects the
all-Russian trend when the quantitative and qualitative indicators of the Russian
merchant estate started to follow a downward trajectory in the late 19" century.™

The Position of Women in the Old Believer Community in the Second Half of
the 19" — Early 20™ Centuries: Between Tradition and Innovation

A number of pre-revolutionary and contemporary scholars point to the fact that
women in official Orthodoxy occupied a less significant place than in Old Belief,
where their status was largely equalized with that of men.*” However, some authors
argue that the high status and independence of Old Believer women is somewhat
exaggerated in the literature. At the same time, scholars agree that Old Believer
women could “perform important functions in both religious and social spheres,
which seemed unusual for traditional Russian consciousness.”"

Nevertheless, the 19" — early 20" centuries became a period of great change for
Old Believers, which affected the Old Believer family in particular. The previously
existing patriarchal type of family structure was replaced by a new, egalitarian, type,
where power and authority began to be distributed equally between husband and
wife.”

Furthermore, in the mid-19" century, feminist ideas began to spread in Russia.
During that period, the type of “new woman” began to take shape. As I. Yukina
notes, this “‘new woman’ was an independent, educated woman of pre-reform and
post-reform Russia, oriented toward activity in the public sphere.”?® Such women
began to participate equally in the matters that were previously considered strictly

masculine, felt a sense of involvement in a great cause, experienced the demand for
their strengths, knowledge, and skills, and discovered a legitimate outlet “into the
universal,” i.e. the public sphere of life.”!

Many merchant women were well-educated, spoke several languages, and held
views that were progressive in their time,? particularly on the issue of gender
equality not only within the family (the Old Believer community) but also in the
public sphere of life. It is highly likely that Old Believer merchant women who
resided in large cities were no exception. Like other women of the new type, they
worked in charitable institutions and were members of various charitable societies.
That is, they were in the thick of events, meeting and communicating with other
women who were not from the Old Believer community. Consequently, they might
have been well aware of new views on their position in society, which later became
part of the women’s movement in Russia. This allows us to hypothesize that educated
women of the Old Believer community could be familiar with feminist ideas
widespread at that time.

Historical sources indicate that Old Believer women in the second half of the 19" —
early 20" centuries actively proved themselves in both intra-confessional and
extra-confessional spheres, which was expressed not only in charity and social work
but also in entrepreneurship. As a result, many of them became involved in women’s
social activity. E. Smilyanskaya calls them “women-devotees” and/or
“women-leaders,” noting the rise in their status in the Old Believer community in the
19" century.?®

Businesswomen, Philanthropists, Social Activists: Old Believer Women of the
Merchant Estate in Kazan Governorate in the Mid-19" — Early 20" Centuries

Businesswomen. Imperial legislation allowed women to participate in economic
activity: they could own and manage enterprises. The status of widow provided great
opportunities for women from the merchant estate to participate in family business.
That status gave them the right to head firms until their elder sons reached the age
necessary to take over the family business. In that case, such a woman would
re-register the documents in her name and become the head of the household until
that time.*

According to the Commemorative Book of Kazan Governorate for 1863, which
was published in 1862, the following women were listed as merchants of the second
guild: Stepanida A. Korol'kova (haberdashery trade), Mar'ya I. Podurueva (iron and
groceries), and Praskov'ya M. Fomina (flour). The third merchant guild included:

After the death of the second-guild merchant Pavel L. Gordeev (1820-68), the
family business in Kazan was headed by his wife Ekaterina M. Gordeeva (1835 — not
earlier than 1912) because their sons Alexander and Vasilii (b. 1855), and Konstantin
(b. 1857) were still too young to take over the business. The family was engaged in
iron trade (at the Tolkuchii Market) and sold iron and hardware goods (additionally
owning a shop in their own house on Petropavlovskaya Street, now Musa Jalil
Street). It also owned an oil refining and petroleum processing plant (in the village of
Peshchishchi, Sviyazhskii Uyezd). As the sons grew up, they became involved in the
family business as well. Over time, overall management passed to Alexander, while
the mother formally remained at the head of the business. The preservation of
Ekaterina Gordeeva’s significant role is evidenced by the fact that when the heirs
established the trading house in 1897, they put the name of their mother first “the

In the 1880s, the Trading House “M. Korol'kova and A. Barabanova and Sons”
started operating in Kazan and was engaged in confectionery production.?”
A. Barabanova was a Kazan merchant woman, the widow of the Old Believer
merchant of the Belokrinitskaya hierarchy P. Barabanov. In 1892, a water-steam mill
opened by the trading house in Naberezhnye Morkvashi on the bank of the Volga
produced its first batch of granular wheat flour.?

Philanthropic Activities. The philanthropic activities of Old Believers in Kazan and
Kazan Governorate during the period under study are covered in the works of
E. Kartasheva. The author provides a classification of the forms and directions of
charity of that confessional group. She identifies the following directions: personal
(personal family) charity in private life; charity aimed at maintaining the existence of

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churches, prayer houses, and communities; charitable societies and institutions of the
communities themselves; and social-estate charity (participation in the activities of
charitable societies and institutions).”® In analyzing the activities of women of the Old
Believer community in Kazan Governorate, we are also going to use this
classification.

Personal (personal-family) charity in private life. Unfortunately, written evidence
of this type of charity has hardly survived, which is why E. Kartasheva was forced to
turn to oral traditions and memoirs. For example, some residents of Kazan reported
that Agrafena (according to some sources, Agrippina) Khrisanfovna, wife of
merchant Ya. Shamov, used to bake silver coins into bread to be given as gifts to
poor families® and also donated 100 metal mugs to the Alexander Hospital.**

Maintaining the existence of communities, churches, and prayer houses. In the
second half and at the end of the 19" century, the chapel of the Belokrinitskaya
hierarchy was located on Bolshaya Prolomnaya Street in the residential house of
merchant 1. Karpov (now Bauman Street).** After the death of the owner, the chapel
passed into the care of his widow O. Karpova. In the 1880s, I. Karpov managed to
build another brick building at the beginning of Pervaya Gora Street (now
Ulyanov-Lenin Street) with the aim of opening a separate church there. However, his
intention encountered resistance from the authorities, and the church was not opened.
At the turn of the century, the building was bought by E. Novikova to organize
apartments for the Old Believer clergy. They could move in only in 1902 after the
philanthropist’s personal correspondence on that matter with the Minister of Internal
Affairs and the issuance of an order by the Ministry addressed to the Kazan governor.
At the same time, in I. Petrukhin’s article “The Kazan Community of Old Believers
Accepting the Belokrinitskaya Hierarchy” published in 1907, the philanthropist was
mentioned with different initials (O.P. Novikova and K.l. Novikova) while
Kartasheva mentions E.l. Novikova.* (The author of the article accepts the variant
suggested by Kartasheva.)

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Another philanthropist, Elizaveta F. Chetvergova, allocated funds for the
construction of an Old Believer church for the Belokrinitskaya hierarchy on a plot of
her own land bequeathed for that purpose in the Admiralteiskaya Sloboda of Kazan
before her death in 1911.%*

Charitable societies and institutions of the communities themselves. The 1883 law
on the general status of Old Believers in the state and their religious rights restricted
the charitable and educational activities of Old Believer communities, suspecting
them of luring people into schism.* Consequently, Old Believers did not create their
own charitable societies. The situation began to change only at the beginning of the
20™ century.

In 1904, Ekaterina Chelysheva opened an almshouse “for homeless elderly and
disabled women schismatics of the Pomorian Bespopovtsy from two uyezds of Kazan
Governorate — Chistopolskii Uyezd and Laishevskii Uyezd.”*® It was officially
registered with the Minister of Internal Affairs and included in the list of charitable
societies and institutions in the city of Kazan and Kazan Governorate. The very fact
that an Old Believer woman opened a charitable organization — an almshouse for her
co-religionists — was unprecedented for that period.

Mariya K. Sanina (daughter of the Kazan second-guild merchant Kondratii
E. Poduruev, wife of Samara Old Believer merchant Ivan L. Sanin) opened a free
canteen named after Old Believers lvan and Maria Sanin for the Belokrinitskaya
hierarchy of Kazan in 1913. It was located on Georgievskaya Street and was intended
for the poor of all faiths.®” Mariya Sanina received the status of honorary trustee of
the canteen and participated in resolving key issues whenever necessary.

Social-estate charity of Old Believer women. Such social-estate charity was
essentially cross-estate and cross-confessional. It was in that direction that their broad
personal participation was observed, expressed in donations of various kinds to state
and public institutions and initiatives.

E. Novikova donated a building to the Kazan School for Child Labor in 1893.%
M. Korol'kova contributed to the organization of the Kazan City Scientific and

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Industrial Museum (now the National Museum of the Republic of Tatarstan) in
1895.%° E. Chelysheva financially (with a sum of 100,000 roubles) supported the
construction of a water supply system in Chistopol in 1905.* A. Shamova donated
100 roubles to the Kazan Society of Russian Women.* A. Chetvergova helped to
maintain a canteen and a tea house of the Kazan Ladies’ Charitable Society on Ust'e
in 1910.* In 1912, the Kazan Society in the Name of the All-Merciful Savior for the
Care of Mentally Disabled and Crippled Children was operating under the care of
M. Sanina and M. Podurueva (daughter of the Yelabuga third-guild merchant Ivan
G. Stakheev and wife of the second-guild merchant Aleksei A. Poduruev).*®

Participation in the activities of charitable societies and institutions. That form of
charitable activities can be distinguished as a separate direction, as women were not
just philanthropists but also acted as trustees, members or honorary members of
societies and made large donations or rendered outstanding services.

The following women were honorary members of charitable societies:
A. Shamova, of the Kazan Temperance Society; A. Shamova, M. Romanova, and
S. Berdnikova, of the Society for Assisting Students in Need of the Kazan First Real
School; O. Karpova, of the Charitable Society for Assisting Patients in Need.**

The greatest activity among Old Believer women in the second half of the
19" century was shown by Olga A. Mesetnikova (wife of Petr A. Mesetnikov, a
public figure, industrialist, Kazan first-guild merchant, and patron of the arts).
Mesetnikova worked in charitable societies “on special grounds.” In Kazan, those
were organizations of the Imperial Humane Society and the Department of
Institutions of Empress Maria, which was under the direct patronage of Their
Imperial Majesties.

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The Ladies’ Charitable Department under the Kazan Committee for the Poor of the
Department of the Imperial Humane Society began its work in 1873. Olga
Mesetnikova was among its first members. In the early stages, the society studied the
needs of the underprivileged strata of society by establishing 12 district guardianships
for the poor in the parishes of Kazan. In the Vladimir parish, Mesetnikova worked
together with Yu. Kuznetsova and A. Shpilevskaya.* In 1875-81, she became one of
the trustees of the Needlework Workshop subordinate to the Ladies’ Charitable
Department for teaching girls cared for in free apartments. At the same time, Fedos'ya
M. Berdnikova, a merchant’s wife, was an employee of the Economic Needlework
Institution, also under the authority of the Ladies’ Charitable Department under the
Kazan Committee for the Poor of the Department of the Imperial Humane Society.*

Mesetnikova was an active member of the Provincial Guardianship of Children’s
Homes under the Department of Institutions of Empress Maria, first as assistant
trustee of Nicholas I Children’s Home in 1871-75 and as a trustee in 1881-85."
Judging by the documents work in those organizations (both the Provincial
Guardianship of Children’s Home and the Nicholas I Children’s Home) was the
priority in her social activities.

At the beginning of the 20" century, after the death of merchant Yakov F. Shamov,
the power in the public sphere was taken over by his widow Agrafena (Agrippina)
Khrisanfovna Shamova. Her main task was to complete the construction of the
hospital. Its building is still called by the locals the Shamov Hospital. The
philanthropist not only completed all the work, equipping the medical institution with
everything necessary and arranging the grounds and access roads. In addition, she
also served as chairwoman of the construction committee. Both before and after the
transfer of the hospital to the city’s administration, as honorary trustee, A. Shamova
repeatedly participated in resolving current issues in the life of the medical
institution.*®

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Conclusion

Like all women in the middle and second half of the 19" century, Old Believer
women formed part of the patriarchal family and thus, by definition, belonged to the
private sphere of society and were completely excluded from the public life.
Nevertheless, women held a special status among the Old Believers. On the one hand,
some authors argue that the OId Believer family was synonymous with the
community as a whole; therefore, any activity carried out by women was confined to
the private realm. On the other hand, those women were actively involved in
community life, gaining experience that they later easily applied when they entered
the public sphere.

Modernization in the Russian Empire in the middle and second half of the
19" century had a significant impact, among other things, on the way of life of Old
Believer merchants and on the changes in gender relations within family.

Furthermore, that historical period saw the rise of the women’s movement, marked
by the dissolution of traditional societal boundaries and women’s emergence into the
public arena. The participants in that movement, active within the public sphere,
came to be referred to as the new women, or women of the new type.

In the second half of the 19" — early 20" centuries, Old Believer merchant women
of Kazan Governorate belonged simultaneously to the Old Believer, merchant, and
specifically female communities. Accordingly, as a result of the transformational
dynamics within each of those groups, they found themselves positioned at the
crossroads of tradition and innovation.

Of course, it can only be conjectured that the wives of Old Believer merchants in
Kazan were familiar with feminist ideas, and it is even less reasonable to claim that
they regarded themselves “new women.” Nevertheless, the available historical
sources offer numerous examples of Old Believer women stepping beyond the
confines of their intra-confessional (private) space and operating within the
extra-confessional (public) sphere.

According to calculations, out of 19 identified (emphasis added. — A. F.) Old
Believer women, 63% belonged to the Popovtsy (S. Korol'kova, M. Korol'kova,
P. Novikova, A. Barabanova, O. Karpova, P. Novikova, E. Chetvergova,
A. Chetvergova, M. Romanova, S. Berdnikova, F. Berdnikova, and O. Mesetnikova),
and 37% to the Bespopovtsy (M. Podurueva, P. Fomina, U. Fomina, E. Gordeeva,
A. Shamova, E. Chelysheva, and M. Sanina). 42% of the Old Believer women of
Kazan Governorate (representatives of both confessions in equal measure) were
involved in entrepreneurial activities.*® Sometimes, in order to preserve the business,

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widows took management into their own hands until their sons came of age. The
significance of women as heads of family enterprises is reflected in the names of
trading houses registered at the end of the 19" century.

The most significant development of Old Believer women’s social activity
occurred in the sphere of charity: personal charity (personal family charity in private
life and the maintenance of communities, churches, and prayer houses) and organized
charity (both the charitable societies of the communities themselves and
cross-confessional social-estate societies). Initially, Old Believer women did not
possess the right to establish charitable organizations independently. However, they
could participate in societies already in existence or in the process of establishment in
Kazan and Kazan Governorate, becoming their honorary members and trustees.
Possessing sufficient time and financial resources, Old Believer women applied their
organizational and administrative abilities in practice without resorting to the
assistance of men from their confessional community.

At the beginning of the 20" century, the opportunity for Old Believers to create
their own charitable societies finally emerged. In Kazan Governorate, it was women
who were among the first to seize that opportunity. They established both purely Old
Believer organizations for women (an almshouse in Chistopol) and
cross-confessional ones intended for representatives of all estates and gender groups
(a canteen and hospital in Kazan).

Thus, it can be confidently asserted that in the second half of the 19" — early
20" centuries, the wives and widows of Old Believer merchants of Kazan
Governorate began to actively engage in women’s social activity.
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
