Willi Miinzenberg (1889-1940): Politico-ldeological Portrait
of the Red Millionaire

Abstract. The article is devoted to the biography of Willi Miinzenberg, a little-known figure of the
international communist movement. The authors of the article focused on the formation of the
German communist and the factors that contributed to his conversion to socialism. The article
highlights four major campaigns that made Miinzenberg famous and rich. First of all, attention is
paid to his activity as the leader of the Workers International Relief (Mezhrabpom in Russian), one
of the world’s largest organizations that provided support to the workers of the USSR, Ireland,
Japan, England, etc. The authors of the article proved that by concentrating in his hands the
enormous funds that the Mezhrabpom received from various workers’ organizations and the
Comintern, Miinzenberg managed to launch a campaign for shaping a positive image of the USSR
by involving intellectuals to propaganda and creating various media projects, including periodicals
and cinema. Another W. Miinzenberg’s major project under analysis was the German newspaper
Sowjet-Ruf3land im Bild. The publication’s emphasis was identified, as were some of the authors of
its materials. W. Miinzenberg’s third project involved the organization of the World Anti-
Imperialist Congress in Brussels in 1927 and the birth of the League Against Imperialism. The
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authors concluded that the transnational network that had been created by Miinzenberg earlier due
to the Mezhrabpom’s support enabled him to engage the public on the issue of colonialism and
imperialism. The organization of the World Congress against War and Fascism in Amsterdam in
March 1932 was the culmination of the Red Millionaire’s international activities. The conclusion
the authors have made is that despite being initiated in the bosom of the Comintern, in many
respects, Miinzenberg’s international activities went beyond its auspices and the German
communist himself was primarily a propagandist for the international communist movement, which
facilitated the strengthening of the USSR’s image worldwide.

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Introduction

The article is dedicated to Willi Miinzenberg, a prominent figure in the
international communist movement, a German communist and the leader of the
Workers International Relief (Mezhrabpom (from Mezhdunarodnaya rabochaya
pomoshch' in Russian). His fate is extremely intriguing, and his mysterious death in
1940 near Saint-Marcellin continues to generate controversy and interest among
researchers. Even during his lifetime, his name became legend.' After the fall of the
communist bloc in 1990, attention to the Red Millionaire was renewed, as evidenced
by numerous biographies published in Germany, France, and the United States.”

To date, there are several major works that explore the life and work of Willi
Miinzenberg. Particularly noteworthy is the monograph by the American researcher
S. McMeekin,?® which presents a fairly comprehensive biography of Miinzenberg. Of
interest is the work by T. Schlie and S. Roche, which shows how the entrepreneur
and propagandist maneuvered between the growing Nazi threat and Soviet policy in
the 1930s.* Miinzenberg’s key role in creating a positive image of the USSR is noted
in the monograph by S. Koch.” German researcher A. Nogaréde-Grohmann, who
specializes in the writers of the anti-Hitler émigré community, touched upon
Miinzenberg’s biography in her works® Swedish historian F. Petersson is the author
of several works in which W. Miinzenberg is mentioned as the founder of the League
Against Imperialism.” Austrian researcher H. Gruber refers to Miinzenberg as gray

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eminence, thus explaining why the role of this person has not been deeply studied in
scholarship so far.® Of interest is the political biography of Miinzenberg written by
B. Gross, his wife and faithful companion,® but it can hardly be considered as
scholarly research.

Russian historiography contains only single references to Miinzenberg related to
the creation of the League Against Imperialism,® while his activities against
imperialism were directly linked to the Comintern and dedicated to the promotion of
the USSR’s positive image in the world. The authors of this article aimed to fill this
gap in Russian historiography by analyzing the available research literature and
archival materials concerning Miinzenberg.

Main body

Wilhelm Miinzenberg was born in 1889 in the city of Erfurt in Germany. Accounts
of his origins vary: some researchers write that he was born to the family of a
forester,"* while others believe that he was the son of tavern-keeper Friedrich
Miinzenberg and Louise Meister.*? After finishing school at fifteen, Willi became an

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apprentice at a barbershop.* In 1907, he became interested in socialist ideas, joined
the Free Association of German Unions,** and became one of its main agitators.™

In 1910, Miinzenberg moved to Switzerland, where he lived until 1918.® While
working as a pharmacist’s assistant in Zurich,"” he met Fritz Brupbacher, a Swiss
physician, libertarian socialist, and writer, and apparently under his influence, joined
the Swiss socialists.'® In addition, Miinzenberg attended meetings of socialist circles
there, and in 1912 he took part in the Basel Congress of the Second International,
where he met some Russian emigrants.® On January 1, 1914, he was unanimously
elected national secretary of the autonomous socialist youth movement of
Switzerland,?® and in 1915 he organized an international youth conference in Bern,?
which was attended by a delegation from the Central Committee of the VKP(b)
headed by V. Lenin.?> Apparently, Miinzenberg met the Bolshevik leader at that
conference. Lenin’s biographical chronicle mentions his periodic meetings and
correspondence with Miinzenberg until February 1917 regarding the distribution of
certain brochures,?® editing the newspaper Jugend Internationale and the magazine
Freie Jugend,* the tactics of the left wing of Swiss Social Democracy,® etc. In 1916,

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Miinzenberg took part in the Second International Socialist Conference in Kienthal at
the invitation of Lenin.”®

It is important to note that Miinzenberg did not accept the outbreak of World War |
because of his pacifist views.?” During the war, he served as the coordinator of the
international anti-militarist movement® and supported the activities of youth sections.
In neutral Switzerland they were perceived as a breeding ground for revolutionary
and anti-war tendencies, which was not in compliance with the interests of the
country’s national security.”® For participation in demonstrations in November 1917,
he was arrested and imprisoned® for five months. On November 10, 1918, Swiss
authorities deported the revolutionary back to Germany as a “dangerous foreign
agitator” with ties to the Bolsheviks in Soviet Russia.*!

On return to Germany, Miinzenberg not only continued but even intensified his
political activity, now in support of the recent October Revolution. In Berlin, he
joined the Spartacus League, which later merged with the Independent Social
Democratic Party of Germany (USPD) and then with the Communist Party of
Germany (KPD) in late 1918.% Having become a member of the KPD, Miinzenberg
took an active part in its work, and in 1919 he was elected Secretary of the Executive
Committee of the Founding Congress of the Young Communist International (YCI),
which was held in Berlin that same year.** His friendly connections in Germany,
Switzerland, Austria, and Lithuania were of great help in that work because due to
them it was possible to ensure safe passage of the delegates across national borders.*
As Secretary of the YCI, Miinzenberg visited Moscow for the first time to take part in
the Second Congress of the Comintern in 1920.% In the year following the Congress,
Miinzenberg and Lenin corresponded about the YCI’s immediate tasks,*® the transfer

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of the YCI Executive Committee from Berlin to Moscow,*” and the international
communist youth movement.®

Miinzenberg’s authority gradually grew as he gained the Kremlin’s trust.*® As a
result, the Comintern officials commissioned Miinzenberg to conduct large-scale
international propaganda campaigns.®® In 1921-23, the Civil War in the Volga region
led to a dire situation followed by famine, which urged Lenin to seek foreign aid. The
greatest support for Soviet Russia came from Herbert Hoover, chairman of the
American Relief Administration (ARA) and a future US President, who allocated
approximately $65 million to aid the starving people in the VVolga region.*" In order to
counterbalance the predominance of overseas aid, the Executive Committee of the
Comintern commissioned Miinzenberg to develop a plan for organizing and
implementing a broad campaign (with the support of trade unions and workers’
parties) to raise funds in various countries for the purchase and transportation of food
for the starving people of Soviet Russia. A plan was devised, which proposed to
attract broad masses of foreign workers to aid Russia. To implement that plan,
Miinzenberg personally appealed to Lenin for assistance and support.** So, in 1921
the Mezhrabpom was established. Its operating principle was innovative and was
based on the camaraderie and mutual assistance of tens of thousands of workers. The
allocated funds were accumulated by Mezhrabpom and distributed among those in
need.” Miinzenberg was authorized by the leaders of Soviet Russia to enlist the help
of all possible workers’ organizations and unions to create a “united aid campaign.”
While agitating for that, Miinzenberg insincerely assured everyone that there was no
political subtext on the part of the Comintern and that the association was aimed
solely at eliminating the emergency.** However, in addition to helping those in need,
the activities of the Mezhrabpom gradually began to focus on promoting the new

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state of the Soviet type. For example, exhibitions about Soviet Russia were held in
German cities, particularly in Berlin, in 1921-22, for which 70 million rubles were
allocated on the orders of Lenin.* The exhibitions were organized to demonstrate the
state of affairs in Russia and to draw the attention of German workers to the problem
of famine in the new state.

As his importance among the Bolsheviks grew, Miinzenberg became the head of a
propaganda campaign to foster a positive image of Soviet Russia® as a result of his
meetings and correspondence with Lenin, with executive secretary of the Sovnarkom
N. Gorbunov, who was authorized by the Bolshevik leader to review all matters
related to the Mezhrabpom,*’ and with G. Zinoviev, the chairman of the Executive
Committee of the Communist International (ECCI), since it was the ECCI that
initiated the creation of the Mezhrabpom. Through the Mezhrabpom, that campaign
made a significant contribution to the emergence of Soviet cultural diplomacy in
Europe.” A year after the beginning of the Mezhrabpom operations, Miinzenberg
sent Lenin a letter outlining the first results of the international proletariat’s
assistance to the Soviet Union. He reported on the success achieved and pointed out
that the extensive economic aid provided to the Soviet country “was the best support
in the construction of a socialist economy.”® The results achieved by the
Mezhrabpom undoubtedly strengthened Miinzenberg’s authority in Soviet Russia and
allowed him to secure the support of G. Zinoviev,” since the Mezhrabpom was
patronized by the ECCI.

Under Miinzenberg, the Mezhrabpom rapidly expanded through advertising
campaigns using postcards, illustrated periodicals, and brochures; the creation of

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trade unions, women’s, and children’s committees in the United States; agrarian
committees in Bulgaria and rural Germany; and the organization of Poppy Days™" in
Great Britain, the Scandinavian countries, the Netherlands, and so on. Thanks to
those activities, the Mezhrabpom managed to concentrate large monetary donations,
food, clothing, and other items in its hands.>® In 1922, a commercial company,
Aufbau Industrie und Handels AG, was established under Mezhrabpom to distribute
funds. It donated all proceeds from its operations to support the international
workers’ movement. Some of the funds were used to create a positive image of
Soviet Russia through cinema, a medium Miinzenberg valued greatly, recognizing its
persuasive impact on the audience.® Certain sums were transferred to the
Mezhrabpomfilm-Rus joint-stock company, which produced and distributed Soviet
motion pictures. The aforementioned film partnership was organized in 1924 as a
result of the agreement between the AUFBAU Industrial and Commercial Society
and the Rus Art Collective.”® By 1928, the company had been completely transferred
to the control of the Agitprop, and all its shares were owned by the Mezhrabpom.>®
Distribution of Mezhrabpom films, for example, in Germany, was insured by the
Prometheus Company headed by Miinzenberg and was financed by the Communist
Party of Germany.>” The distributed films created a positive visual image of Soviet

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Russia and undoubtedly attracted the attention of both foreign workers and the
intelligentsia.

It is significant that the Mezhrabpom united a large number of progressive
intellectuals (both communists and non-communists) into the so-called Miinzenberg
Group. It included renowned artists, writers, and scientists such as C. Zetkin,
G.B. Shaw, H. Barbusse, M. Andersen Nexo, A. Einstein, K. Kollwitz, T. Mann,
H. Mann, J. Heartfield, S. Eisenstein, and others.®® An important feature of the group
was that it was under hardly any control of the KPD,>® and while uniting various
cultural figures, Miinzenberg did not take into consideration their official party
affiliation. Miinzenberg was nicknamed the Red Millionaire because of the
concentration of mass media and the leading position he took in the periodical press.
As Babette Gross recalled, “He had a talent for attracting the leading artists of his
time to his side.”® Miinzenberg realized that in addition to the work of a well-
organized leftist network aimed at strengthening the Soviet Union economically, it
was imperative to engage intellectuals in order to support the Soviet idea.
Miinzenberg’s conglomerate was a transnational company, which was ahead of its
time® and extended beyond the Comintern. By the mid-1920s, Miinzenberg, who
headed a vast propaganda enterprise sometimes referred to as the Miinzenberg Trust,
had acquired enormous influence in Germany, including its non-communist circles.®
Miinzenberg created a veritable media empire in the country,®® and metropolitan
Berlin was the epicenter of Miinzenberg’s humanitarian offensive and the heart of his
propaganda campaigns until 1933.%

In parallel with the Mezhrabpom, Miinzenberg also developed another major
project. In the early 1920s, on behalf of the Comintern he founded the monthly
newspaper Sowjet-Rufland im Bild [Soviet Russia in Photographs], which had a
purely propagandistic focus. It featured articles about the lives of the Soviet people,
the October Revolution,®® and the activities of the Mezhrabpom.®® The goal of the
newspaper was to promote the Soviet way of life and increase the influence of the
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proletariat in society.®” The first issue of the newspaper was published in November
1921. It was dedicated to the success of the fight against famine in the VVolga region.
In addition, the newspaper published articles about the changes in the world that were
caused by the 1917 Russian Revolution. The newspaper was published monthly with
a circulation of 5,000 to 10,000 copies. By 1922, its circulation had grown to
100,000 copies,® and by 1924, it had reached 180,000 copies.®® Initially, the Sowjet-
Rupland im Bild consisted of 8 pages; in the mid-1920s, its issues were 14-15 pages
long. In the mid-1920s, the newspaper published articles on the situation in Germany
quite frequently,”® as Miinzenberg himself was paying more and more attention to
German politics. The articles in the newspaper were often written by the artists who
were not always associated with the communists. They represented the creative elite
and worked for other German periodicals, including independent and liberal ones.
Among them were such members of the Miinzenberg Group as K. Kollwitz, G. Shaw,
G. Gross as well as K. Tucholsky, M. Gorky, et al. Despite the fact that the authors
held different political views, the articles published in the newspaper concerned
Soviet Russia and often the communist idea, which ensured the development of a
new type of state. The young state attracted increased attention, and the Mezhrabpom,
which actively promoted its image, contributed to the making of Moscow and the
Comintern as centers of attraction.

On November 30, 1927, the newspaper was renamed Die Arbeiter-lllustrierte
Zeitung (AlZ) and its focus shifted from reports on the lives of Soviet proletarians™
to the situation in Germany.”® By that time, the circulation had already reached
250,000 copies, and it was issued twice a month. After the Nazi’s rise to power, the
newspaper was moved to Prague, and in 1936 it was renamed Die Volks Illustrierte.
In 1938, the editorial office of Die Volks Illustrierte moved to Paris, and the materials
in its issues began to focus primarily on the anti-fascist agenda.

In 1927, Miinzenberg was elected to the Reichstag and began expanding the
influence of the KPD and spreading cultural hegemony of communism in Germany.
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The Arbeiter-Illustrierte-Zeitung became the mouthpiece for his propaganda
campaign.”® Meanwhile, Miinzenberg continued to purchase unpopular newspapers,
reorganize their operations, and increase their circulation and profits.”* Thus, he
created a network of publishing houses in Germany that allowed him to finance his
propaganda activities.” As a result, by the late 1920s, he had become one of the most
influential media magnates in Germany,”® and his newspaper network was second
only to liberal publications. His openness to diverse political currents, extending far
beyond the communist ideas, undoubtedly played a role, which allowed the
Comintern and Soviet leaders to cultivate sympathy for the Soviet idea throughout
the world.

Among other things, Miinzenberg was concerned with the oppression of the
peoples in colonial and semi-colonial countries.”” In this regard, in the late 1920s, he
organized another project, the League Against Imperialism. The urgency of that
organization was determined by the fact that in the 1920s, a number of colonial
countries were experiencing an upsurge in liberation struggles. For instance, May
Thirtieth Incident occurred in China in 1925; that same year there was a revolt
against French rule in Syria. In order to support them, Miinzenberg launched
solidarity campaigns from Berlin, primarily culminating in large demonstrations in
the summer of 1925, the result of which was the large “Hands Off China!” congress.
The positive outcome of that event prompted Miinzenberg to establish a committee to
protest atrocities in Syria in December 1925.”® Printed publications supporting
uprisings in North Africa and the Middle East (Morocco, Lebanon, and Syria) were
used as a tool to raise interest in the issue. As a result, the Action Committee against
Imperialist Colonial Policy was founded in 1925, with Otto Lehmann-Russbiildt,
founder of the German League for Human Rights, serving as its president.”

Seeing the broad public response to the problems of the colonies, Miinzenberg and
his comrade Louis Gibarti took on the role of organizers of a world congress against
colonialism and imperialism. In March 1926, distribution of letters and invitations to
potential participants in the future congress began.® Let us note that the Comintern’s
position on anti-colonial movements was still based on the resolutions of the Fifth
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Congress of the Comintern held in 1924, which stated that the communist parties of
the imperialist countries should form the basis of the anti-imperialist movement.
However, Miinzenberg’s activities during the independence campaigns in China and
Syria in 1925 impressed the Comintern leaders,®" opening up the prospect of “playing
the role of mediator between the Comintern and nationalist organizations in the
colonies” through an international association against colonialism and imperialism.
It is also significant that, in Miinzenberg’s own opinion, the planned anti-colonialist
meeting could only take place if the Comintern’s role in its preparation and
implementation was concealed.*® It was hardly possible, as Miinzenberg and
Mezhrabpom’s activities were directly linked to that organization.®* Nevertheless, in
February 1927, the World Congress Against Colonial Oppression and Imperialism
was held at the Egmont Palace in Brussels. That event brought together 175 delegates
from around the world. They represented 134 organizations, associations, or political
parties from 37 countries under colonial rule.®*® Notable was the number of
representatives in the Chinese, Indian, and British delegations.®® Moreover, various
public and political figures gathered together to discuss colonial issues, allowing for a
global perspective on imperialism and colonialism.?” The congress was financed by
the Comintern, but the lion’s share of the funds for the event was raised using the
capitals that Mezhrabpom had at its disposal.®

The network that Miinzenberg had established by 1927 made it possible to attract a
significant number of delegates to the event. The politicians and public figures
present belonged to completely different political currents but shared a common goal
of putting an end to the colonial system.®® The political success of the congress was
covered worldwide, including the independent and liberal press of New York,
London, Paris, and the German and Austrian lands.® Active discussion in the press of
the Brussels Congress and the emergence of the League Against Imperialism
continued throughout 1927, which played a significant role in Soviet foreign policy.
The new organization became part of a larger network and collected data on political
and social events around the world.** It was Miinzenberg who played a key role in its
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establishment and operation; thanks to his activities, the league built bridges between
labor movements in imperialist countries and oppressed colonial peoples.®* However,
after 1933, when the National Socialists came to power in Germany, the activities of
the League headquartered in Berlin gradually ceased. After 1933, the League Against
Imperialism had two centers in Paris and London, which were not very active, and by
1937, it had completely disintegrated.

Obviously, having managed to attract the attention and funds of those concerned
with both the Soviet experiment and the colonial issue, Miinzenberg became rich. He
had a beautiful apartment, lived a lavish lifestyle, had a personal hairdresser and
chauffeur, and wore tailor-made suits.*> However, his financial well-being began to
fade when the Comintern shifted its tactics from the moderate and flexible United
Front policy to the Class against Class doctrine, which was adopted at the Sixth
Congress of the Comintern in 1928. According to it, communists were to have no ties
with social democrats.’ Despite certain freedom of action, Miinzenberg still obeyed
directives from Moscow.*

He was a propagandist in the first place, and for him, propaganda remained a
means to achieve political goals. Drawing on his intuition and organizational
experience, Miinzenberg was able to transcend party and class boundaries because he
understood that such concepts as anti-colonialism, anti-imperialism, anti-fascism, and
the anti-war question possessed great potential and universal significance. In essence,
he was a visionary who quickly recognized the limitations of narrow party politics.
Nevertheless, the implementation of such ideas depended on the consent of decision-
makers within the Comintern.”

The climax of Miinzenberg’s international activities was the organization of the
World Congress against War and Fascism in Amsterdam in March 1932. The
congress was attended by 2,000 participants from 27 countries and resulted in the
establishment of the World Committee against War and Fascism, which stood at the
origins of movements against war and fascism in various countries. For example, in
France, writers H. Barbusse and R. Rolland, who addressed the congress with the
appeal against the imperialist struggle on May 22, 1932, initiated the Amsterdam-
Pleyel Committee (1932-34).”” However, everything changed in 1933 when the
National Socialists rose to power in Germany. Miinzenberg attacking the SPD and its
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place in the German political arena in the press attracted the attention of the Nazis.”
He managed to avoid the first wave of arrests that swept across Germany®® by moving
to France in March 1933.*%

Acquaintance with French intellectuals made Miinzenberg’s and his close
associates’ stay in that country much easier, especially at first. H. Barbusse and
M.-C. Vaillant-Couturier, an activist with the international democratic women’s
movement, helped them obtain asylum in France. Despite rejecting the Comintern
line, French anti-fascist intellectuals were prepared to fight the Nazi regime,** which
gave Miinzenberg an opportunity to establish strong connections in French political
and intellectual circles.'® Thanks to old contacts, Miinzenberg purchased the
Carrefour publishing house (Editions du Carrefour) in Paris in 1933 with the funds
from the Comintern and the French Communist Party (PCF) through the mediation of
writer P. Nizan. Among the employees of the publishing house were B. Gross,
O. Katz, and J. Heartfield (members of the Miinzenberg Group), who were
responsible for the illustrations and covers of the newspapers and books published.
The first book published in 1933 under Miinzenberg’s guidance was The Brown Book
of the Reichstag Fire, which aimed to ignite the fight against Nazism. However, it
contained false testimony about Nazi culpability in the fire. In pursuit of his goal,
Miinzenberg even spread a rumor in Paris that Albert Einstein himself had sponsored
the book (the scientist later refuted that rumor).'®® Nevertheless, the incriminating
evidence about the situation in Germany lent The Brown Book unprecedented
significance. Within a few months, it had been printed about 50 times, translated into
20 languages, and became Carrefour’s flagship publication. Soon after, Brown
Book Il was published. It contained a compilation of archival data, which served as
the basis for the German Freedom Library (Deutsche Freiheitsbibliothek) in Paris.
Thus, the publishing house became an important organ of the KPD and one of the
leading publishing houses in exile, with a certain influence on the media. A total of
more than 50 books were published, all aimed at counter-propaganda against
Nazism.'*

In 1935, Miinzenberg toured several major US cities in the company of British
trade union leader E. Bevin in order to organize rallies for the refugees from
Germany and for the Americans sympathetic to the leftist movement.*®
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As a result of the trip, Miinzenberg managed to rally prominent figures of
American literature, including J. Dos Passos, E. Hemingway, T.S. Eliot, and others,
around the anti-fascist struggle on behalf of the Comintern. The Hollywood Anti-
Nazi League was established. It included German émigrés sympathetic to the
communist ideas, such as directors F. Lang and H. Biberman, journalist D. Parker,
writer D. Hammett, and others. It is obvious that thanks to the activities in the United
States, Miinzenberg departed from the line imposed by the Comintern and acted in
pursuit of his own goals.'*

It is important to note that during that period, despite moving to France,
Miinzenberg remained a member of the Comintern apparatus, although his influence
gradually began to decline. In 1935, the Mezhrabpom was dissolved, and within the
framework of Stalin’s policy of methodically eliminating Old Bolsheviks, his fate
was sealed.™®” The Red Millionaire understood that the purges would sooner or later
affect him, since it was the Comintern that had elevated him to political prominence
in the 1920s, and G. Zinoviev, his patron from the ECCI, had already been subjected
to repression.'® Nevertheless, Miinzenberg continued to work in the propaganda
department of the Comintern. However, fearing arrest, he hastily returned to Paris. %

It can be said with absolute certainty that Miinzenberg was a communist devoted to
the principles of the revolution."® He was still a member of the KPD, but in Germany
his authority also began to gradually decline. In early 1936, Miinzenberg condemned
the growing dissent with the line of the People’s Front within the KPD,™! but he
himself continued to see the unification of communists and socialists as promising for
a broad anti-Nazi offensive. After W. Ulbricht replaced Miinzenberg as the
Comintern representative in the KPD, the pressure on our hero intensified, and the
leaders of both the Comintern and the KPD started to treat Miinzenberg’s activities
with suspicion.'® Miinzenberg was officially expelled from the KPD on February 16,
1939.'** However, due to his contacts with other anti-Nazi forces, in the summer of
1938 he still published the weekly Die Zukunft [The Future], which aimed to unite the
anti-Nazis and non-communists living in France. In that publication, Miinzenberg
condemned the Molotov-Ribbentrop Pact.***
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When the Wehrmacht invaded France on May 10, 1940, the German citizens who
resided in the country were ordered to report to internment camps immediately.
Miinzenberg was sent to a camp in Chambaran Forest near Lyon,'" but he and three
fellow inmates managed to escape in June 1940'° and were lost to sight for some
time. His body was found only on October 22, 1940 near Saint-Marcellin (Isére),"’
leaning against a tree with a steel noose around his neck.**® His limbs and torso were
covered in leaves so much that the hunters who discovered the body noticed it only
after they nearly tripped over it."*® These facts indicate that death had occurred long
before the body was discovered. The circumstances of Miinzenberg’s death have
never been clarified,’”® and researchers still debate whether it was a suicide or an
intentional murder. If it was murder, who committed it: the German Gestapo or the
Soviet NKVD?'#* The version of intentional murder seems to us more plausible, but
such a decision could have been made in either the USSR or Germany. Nevertheless,
the French authorities concluded that the man committed suicide and dismissed the
case without further investigation.'® Brief accounts of Miinzenberg’s death appeared
in the French newspapers on October 22, 1940 and were quickly lost amid the news
of the World War Il. The reports of his death did not attract the attention of the
international press either.'?

Conclusion

The study revealed that Willi Miinzenberg masterfully created various projects,
managed an entire network of newspapers and publishing houses, and was skilled at
organizing large-scale events, yet he himself remained in the shadows. He did not
promote his individual beliefs through his projects but emphasized the communist
idea as such. It can be confirmed by the point made by Austrian researcher
H. Gruber, who called Miinzenberg a gray eminence.'* At the same time, the Red
Millionaire’s motive is clear. It is realization of his own ambitions and a thirst for
capital accumulation through the promotion of communism and the state of a new
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type, which was Soviet Russia. F. Petersson considers Miinzenberg to be a “political
realist,” who should be regarded as a propagandist and activist rather than a politician
or theorist.'”® In our view, this thesis is also correct, as Miinzenberg acted as a
conduit for ideas rather than their generator. Nevertheless, he united masses of people
regardless of their political or ideological beliefs, erasing all conceivable boundaries.
This man drew the world’s attention to issues such as colonialism, imperialism, and
fascism, all of which were in some way interrelated. He advocated peace, social
equality, and justice, fought against the oppression of peoples, and in these pursuits,
he developed his own methods for achieving these goals.

Through his various propaganda campaigns, Willi Miinzenberg became a driving
force behind the development of the international communist movement. In one way
or another, all initiatives of this entrepreneur propagandist were connected with or
originated from the Comintern, which sought to attract new members to its ranks by
any means necessary: through communist ideas, the press, cinema, aid to those
suffering from famine, etc. As the USSR grew stronger and communist parties and
pro-communist organizations (such as Mezhrabpom, the League Against
Imperialism, etc.) emerged around the world, a kind of “solar system” was formed:
the Comintern and the USSR stood at the center and at the top of the hierarchical
ladder while all associations promoting its ideas and image were subordinate,
dependent in one way or another, and revolved around that center. At a certain stage,
that system allowed the unification of all sorts of political groups and independent
individuals, pursuing the primary goal of attracting the masses to the ideas of
communist revolution.”® As for Miinzenberg’s place in this solar family, all the
projects he promoted undoubtedly contributed to strengthening the image of Soviet
Russia/USSR worldwide, while he himself was a product of that system.
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
