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Abstract. Based on the corpus of cadastre and census books of the period between 1620s and
1721, the article examines the migration of the residents of the city of Veliky Ustyug, its directions
and dynamics. The socio-economic, tax, political, and demographic factors of migration processes
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are presented. The historiography of this problem is taken into account mainly in respect of the
Russian North and Siberia. Some anthropological and ethno-cultural aspects of the problem are
pointed out.

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Migration processes were an essential factor in the demographic history of Rus-
sia. They attained even greater scale in the 17" — 18" centuries, when significant ter-
ritorial expansion and economic development of the country took place.' Noting that
the classification of forms, types, and kinds of migration is still being developed,
I. Zherebtsov considers the latter as the movements of people between populated lo-
calities or to the uninhabited areas, associated with the change of their residence per-
manently or for a relatively long term. The researcher differentiates external and in-
ternal migrations. The first type prevailed, being both forced and voluntary, and char-
acterized by an influx of migrants to the area under research from the outside. The
second type of migration, the movement of people within the area under research,
was voluntary only.” N. Bashnin examined in detail the migrations to Siberia of
Yarensk Uyezd peasants who, according to the census books of 1646 and 1678, be-
longed to the Vologda Archbishop’s House. Also, he singled out socio-economic, le-
gal, and terminological aspects of the problem.’

During the era of Peter the Great, in addition to the existing tax burden, the gov-
ernment’s policy of forced army and labour mobilization of peasants and posad peo-
ple became an important factor in the migration processes.” The works by
P. Kolesnikov present a large-scale picture of the massive migration of the peasantry,

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reconstructed according to the complex of census books of 16 districts of Pomorye of
1678/79—-1710/17. Such migrations were caused both by the reasons mentioned above
and by the massive outflow of the population to Siberia.” Noting the complexity of
examination and systematization of information about the reasons for homestead
desolation in the census books of 1705—-10 and in the Landrat books of 1715-17,
P. Kolesnikov admitted that scholarly effort is rewarded with most interesting mate-
rial that shows the fate of individual people of the era of Peter the Great, when the en-
tire homesteads collapsed and households broke up.

The anthropological orientation of the research of those mass sources is intensi-
fied in the works by E. Shveikovskaya, the focus of which is the fate of the North
Russian peasant families. Human losses on bishop and monastery lands are described
in detail in the latest monograph by the scholar based on the Vologda Uyezd census
books of 1710 and 1717. While recruiting soldiers and workers, the strategy of the
communes and landowners was to attract human resources from undivided multi-
nuclear extended families with a sufficient number of male workers. Coercive tactics
of ultimately ruining economically weak homesteads were also used in order to get
rid of economic ballast.’

One of the means of researching migration processes, which the researchers have
already applied for considering come cities and uyezds of Northern Russia, is the use
of the census books of 1678/79 and of the 1710s. Thus, based on the 1709-10 census
book of Verkhovazhsky Stan, N. Balandin revealed the directions and causes of mi-
gration in 1678—10. Homestead desolation as a result of natural mortality, tax-
induced financial ruin, mobilization for construction works, and escapes to Siberia
amounted to 44,8 %, and in per capita terms, to 40,8 % of male population.” By com-
paring the 1679 and 1710 census books of Sol Kamskaya [Solikamsk],
V. Chervyakov showed the relative share of emigrants from Ustyug Uyezd. In the
posad, they accounted for 20 %; in the uyezd, 18,4 %; and in the patrimonies of the
Stroganov family, 15,7 %.

The subject specified in the title of the article is considered on the basis of the full
corpus of cadastre and census books of Veliky Ustyug. For the 17" century, these are

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the records of the years 1623-26,” 1676-83,"° and 1677-78;"" for the era of Peter the
Great, these are the censuses of 1710,'2 1717, and 1721.'* The data contained in
these sources reflect a wide range of migrations and demographic connections, both
intraregional (from the uyezd to the city, from the city to the uyezd), and interre-
gional (between several uyezds but within the North, between the North and the Cen-
tre of the country, and also between the North and Siberia). The significant territorial
scale of migration processes during the era of Peter the Great led to the fact that some
ethno-demographic processes were also reflected in this information.

The materials of the 17™ century contain demonyms, terms of geographical origin
coined from the names of cities, uyezds, or votchinas. In 1623-26, among the inhabi-
tants of the Ustyug posad, Moskvitins [Muscovites] are mentioned: Vasily Tsybin, a
tyaglets [taxpayer] of gostinaya sotnya [privileged group of Russian merchants], who
owned a homestead for sojourn in Veliky Ustyug; A.l. Levashov, a posad man; an
unnamed pie-man; brothers Kondratii Stepanov Podoshevnikov and Tarkh Stepanov
Podoshevnikov (tyagletsy [taxpayers] of the metropolitan Barashskaya Sloboda). The
presence of immigrants from other cities and uyezds among the population of Veliky
Ustyug was explained by trade and craft occupations of those people: “a Rostovets

[from Rostov], fishmonger”; “a Kolmogorets [from Kholmogory], window maker”;
“smithy of Ondrei Yakovlev, Novotorzhets [from Novotorzhsk Uyezd]”; “smithy of
Trenka, Galichanin [from Galich]”; “a Vologzhanin [from Vologda], dealer in on-
ions”; “Pinezhanin [from Pinega], dealer in fish™; “Pustozeretsy [from Pustozersk],
tanners.” Widows continued the trade after the deaths of their husbands: a Belosludets
(from Belaya Sluda Volost in Dvinsk Uyezd), a Vondokurets, an Usolets (these
women owned smithies, traded in bread and spice cakes).

In the documents of the late 17" — early 18" centuries, the number of demonyms
increased: Vyatchanin, Dvinyanin, Kostromitin, Laletin, Luzyanin, Mezenets,
Totmyanin, Ust'yanets. The people who came from the cities and volosts of Beloz-
ersk, Vaga, Vologda, Dvinsk, Totma, Ustyug, and Usolsk uyezds were identified in
the sources by such geographical “markers™ as Belozer, Brusenets, Vazhenin, Varz-
henin, Vondokur | Vondokurets, Votlozhemets, Entalets, Krasnoborets, Kotovalets,

Ratmerovets, Udimets, Cherevkovets, Shuyanin (Shuisky Gorodok on the Sukhona

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river — Author), and Yarokurets. Each of these demonyms corresponds to a certain
uyezd or, more often, to a specific Northern volost: Belozersk Uyezd, Brusenskaya
Volost, Vaga Uyezd, Varzhenskaya Volost, Vondokurskaya Volost, Votlozhemskaya
Volost, Entel'skaya Volost, Krasnoborskaya Volost, Kotovalskaya Volost, Rat-
merovskaya Volost, Udimskaya Volost, Cherevkovskaya Volost, and Yarokurskaya
Volost. The following family names can be considered geographical in origin: Beloz-
erov, Vondokurov, Gudtsovsky (after the village of Gudtsovo near Veliky Ustyug),
Kargopoltsov, Koksharov, Krasnoborsky, Kolmogorov / Kolmogortsov, Mezentsov,
Pinegin, Podosenov, Pustozerov / Pustozertsov, Ustyansky, Tsyvozertsov, Cherevk-
ovkin, Yarokurtsov. The complete list of demonyms and “geographical names,” as
well as the quantitative distribution of people according to them, is given in compli-
ance with the census book of 1677—78 and presented in a special section of the
monograph Northern Rus: History of the Harsh Land in the 13" — 17" Centuries.”
Migration did not have a clear direction. The movement of the population within
the boundaries of the North was active both from the village to the city and vice
versa. First of all, let us consider the presence of peasants, “bezpakhotnyi i
bezdvornyi” bobyli [landless peasants], polovniki [sharecroppers] and “polovnich'i
synov'ya [sharecroppers’ sons]” in the city. In the books of 1710 and 1717, their pres-
ence in the city was often associated with the marriage of a certain peasant with a
woman who resided in Veliky Ustyug (lives in the household as a son-in-law).'® A
peasant and a bobyl were called podvorniki [non-members of the commune] and
lived in separate “izbenkakh [log huts].” The data about them included the informa-
tion about their family, the duration of their stay in the city (from several weeks to 6—
8 and even up to 40 years), their tax status (usually indicating insolvency “iz-za sku-
dosti ili nishchety [because of insufficiency or poverty]”), as well as the fact that
someone stayed in their “viaden'e [homestead]” or “zhereb’e [strip of land to culti-
vate]” (a son, a brother, an uncle, a nephew, a father, a stepfather, or even a stranger)
and paid taxes “s mirom v ryad [equally with the commune].” Sometimes it was also
added: “...i sluzhby s mirom sluzhit [and performs his service together with the
commune].” In 1710 and 1717, the scribes emphasized that some peasants stayed in
Veliky Ustyug “na vremya [for a while]” and, therefore, were to be recorded in cen-
sus books of their villages. It means that simultaneously with the census in city, in
1710 and 1717 censuses were also taken in the volosts of the uyezd, which is cor-
roborated by the corpus of the uyezd books of the second decade of the 18" century."”’

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Thus, one 53-year-old widow from Podosinovskaya Volost resided in Ustyug with
her 10-year-old daughter but in the past she was a posad woman, then she was mar-
ried to a village peasant, and only after her husband’s death she returned to her
brother’s family."® Quite often, peasant women, “nishchie bobylki [poor landless
peasant women],” peasants’ and bobyls’ widows possessed homesteads of their own
or “izbenki [log huts]” in posad homesteads. Sometimes, in-laws of those women of
variable wealth, also peasants, could also reside with them. 1

Most often, chernososhnye [residing on state land and paying taxes to the treas-
ury| peasants migrated to the city from Ustyug Uyezd, Usolsk (Solvychegodsk)
Uyezd, Totma Uyezd, Vaga Uyezd, and Olonetsk Uyezd. Less commonly, the status
and territorial affiliation of peasants and bobyls was different: they were from Shu-
isky Gorodok on the Sukhona of the Rostov Metropolitan House (Totma Uyezd);
from the Vologda villages of the Spaso-Prilutsky Monastery; from the Ledengskoe
Usolye of Prince A.D. Menshikov in Totma Uyezd; from a landlord’s village in
Rzheva Volodimerova (“po otpusknomu pis'mu ot svoego pomeshchika dlya pre-
kormleniya [by a letter of release from his landlord for subsistence]”); from the
dvortsovoe selo [court-owned village] of Izmailovo near Moscow; from the Galician
estates (Verkhovskaya Volost) of the Troitse-Sergiev Monastery. Ustyug was also a
place of residence of church and monastery peasants and bobyls from the rural estates
of the local archbishop’s house; of the Sretensky [Purification] Cathedral in the city;
of the Mikhailo-Arkhangelsky, Troitse-Gledensky, and Kirillo-Belozersky monaster-
ies; of the Teplogorsko-Bogoroditsky Pustyn and Znamensko-Filippova Pustyn mon-
asteries. Two villagers from different places (a peasant from Rostov Uyezd and a
bobyl from Krasnoborsky Pogost) lived in the Ustyug metochion of the Solovetsky
Monastery as monastery workers.”

The peasants’ stay in Ustyug was accounted for by various reasons: 1) “na vre-
mya sluzhb gosudarevykh [performing temporary state service]” by a monastery
peasant; 2) “na vremya ot vorovskikh lyudei [coming temporarily from evil-doers]”
(from Anthrop'eva Sloboda of Usolsky Uyezd); 3) “khlebnym nedorodom [crop fail-
ure]” (from the estate of the Galician Avramyevo-Chukhlomsky Monastery); 4) eco-
nomical activities (“kupil dvor sebe v Ustyuge dlya prekormleniya raboty svoei iz-
voshchicheskoi [bought a homestead in Ustyug for himself to earn subsistence as a
carter]”); 5) “dlya chernoi raboty [for common labour]”; 6) po kreposti [by deed of
purchase] as a menial of a prikaz official]. Once in the city, a literate peasant could

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find a job as a clerk at the Veliky Ustyug provincial office or zemskaya izba [elected
body of local government], or “sluzhit’ v rassyl'shchikakh [serve as a courier].” The
vseuezdnye mirskie izby [all-uyezd commune houses] were also mentioned. They
were built by the communes to accommodate peasants “na vremya [for a while]”: 1)
“po vyboru mirskikh lyudei dlya sboru okladnykh velikogo gosudarya denezhnykh
podatei [at the commune members’ option for collecting monetary duties levied by
the state”; 2) “dlya yamskikh otpuskov [as stages]”; 3) “dlya postoyu [for accommo-
dation]” of uyezd peasants.’

In terms of class affiliation, a man could be described as “krest'vanin
Ustyuzhskogo uezda Berezovoi slobodki [a peasant of Berezovaya Slobodka in
Ustyug Uyezd],” although in fact he grew up in the city (in a poorhouse) and was
married to an Ustyug woman. Two years prior to their arrival in Ustyug, a father and
a son “zhili po polov'yvam u raznykh derevenskikh vladel'tsev [lived as sharecroppers
of different village landholders]”, and then “otbyli ot togo polovnichestva za skorbiyu
[left that sharecropping because of infirmity].” Sharecropping as the absence of their
own land and even a homestead (“derevenskoe viadenie [village landholding]”)
forced impoverished and landless peasants to settle in the city. Thus, 56-year-old
A.E. Ershev, who lived in Ustyug for 25 years, could not unambiguously determine
his origin. According to one census record, he named himself a resident of Galich
Uyezd; according to the other record, he was a poor posad man from Sol Galitskaya,
who did not remember whether his father was a peasant or a posad man as “fogo on
za maloletstvom skazat' ne znaet [he was too young to remember that].”**

Among the reasons that forced citizens to move to the villages of Ustyug Uyezd
were frequent fires in Ustyug (in 1699, 1710, and 1715) and also violent floods of the
Sukhona River that damaged housing resources of the city. The records that mention
moving to the village as a result of “pozharnoe razzorenie [devastation by fire]” are
accompanied by the information that posad people had “svoe derevenskoe viadenie
[their own village landholding],”* but more often posad people moved to the villages
and settlements near monasteries “ot skudosti [because of poverty],”** settling there
as servants of the Troitse-Gledensky Monastery, Mikhailo-Arkhangelsky Monastery,
Ivanovsky Monastery, and the Znamensko-Philippova Pustyn monastery. In the vil-
lages, posad people could also become sharecroppers and labourers of wealthy peas-

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ants and parish priests (“v naimekh u prismotru skota [hired to tend cattle]”). Some
Ustyug residents left the city for the sawmills of the “svetleishii [Serene]” Prince
A.D. Menshikov, for Seregovskoe Usolye on the Vym River and Puskinskoe Usolye
of the merchant Iv. Grudtsyn on the Severnaya Dvina River.”

Migrations from Ustyug to “sibirskie gorody [Siberian towns]” deserve special
consideration. The scribes used a variety of verbs, such as “sshel [went away],”
“s"ekhal [moved out],” “sbrel [wandered off],” or “sbezhal [escaped].” As one of the
reasons for homestead desolation in the 1620s, it was indicated that the owner either
“sshel v Sibir' dlya svoego promyslu [went to Siberia for subsistence]” (or “forguet,
otkhodya, v Sibiri [went to Siberia to trade]”), or “ot dolgu [because of debt],” “ot
podatei [not to pay taxes],” “ot skudosti [because of poverty].”*® Census books of the
era of Peter the Great always documented a specific year when an Ustyug resident
moved out / went away. In the book of 1710, the earliest dates of the departure of
Ustyug residents for Siberia go back to 1671-72, 1679-83, 1688-89, 169699
(16 people in total). In 1700 and 1701, the book recorded 10 people who left; for the
following years the numbers are as follows: 3 persons in 1702; 5 persons in 1703; 6
persons in 1704; 3 persons in 1705; 7 persons in 1706; 18 persons in 1707; 6 persons
each year in 1708 and 1709; and 2 persons in the “current 710" year.”

According to the Landrat book of 1717, the number of those who departed for Si-
beria is as follows: 2 persons in 1711; 7 persons in 1712; 11 persons in 1713; 6 per-
sons in 1714; 7 persons in 1715; 4 persons in 1716; and only 1 person in 1717. Some-
times the date of their departure was indicated approximately, “tomu nazad let s tritt-
sat' [about thirty years ago]” (that is, roughly, in 1687).” The book says that 29 per-
sons “soshli v proshlykh godekh [left during the previous years]” (without the indica-
tion of a date) and 42 persons “nyne zhivut v sibirskikh gorodekh [now live in Sibe-
rian towns].” Most often it was the departure for Siberia of one person from a certain
homestead and sometimes of two or three brothers or a man with a son, “vsem svoim
domom [with the whole household]”, “s zhenoyu i det'mi [with wife and children].”*®
The death of an Ustyug resident in Siberia is mentioned once, in 1706. Among Sibe-
rian cities, Irkutsk is the only one that is mentioned in the census books: a 35-year-
old I.M. Muromtsev from Ustyug served there as a prikaz clerk. *

In the census of 1710, a member of gostinaya sotnya [privileged group of Russian
merchants] P.R. Khudyakov is recorded as released by “po gosudarevu ukazu s zhe-
noi i docher'yu v Kitaiskoe gosudarstva kupchinoyu [the sovereign’s decree with his

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wife and daughter to the Chinese state as a merchant].”® According to the Landrat
book of 1717, N.Ya. Shergin moved to Siberian towns “dlya torgovykh svoikh pro-
myslov [for his trading businesses].””' Long stay of merchants in Moscow was con-
nected with their state service. From 1699 to 1710, A.V. Chalbyshev served there as a
crew-master for the affairs of the Admiralty. The census record of 1721 lists the nu-
merous residents of his Ustyug homestead, which, despite the absence of the owner,
housed novokreshcheny-inozemtsy [newly baptized foreigners], serfs “za nedavnie i
starye dolgi [for recent and old debts]” and paupers, 10 people between 9 and
64 years of age overall.”

Census materials of 1721 include two lists of the merchants: “pervostateinye [the
merchants of the first order]|” who paid desyataya den'ga [ten-percent emergency tax
on surplus profit, collected for military needs] and “srednei i maloi stat'i [the mer-
chants of the middle and small order]” who did not pay it. The first list mentions
25 people who went to Siberia “dlya torgovogo svoego promyslu [to conduct their
merchant trade]” (a variant “dlya kupechestva [or merchantry]”); in St. Petersburg,
there were 2 persons (one of them, A.M. Utkin, “v tseloval'nikakh [as a tax collec-
tor]); in Moscow, 4 persons (one of them, K.D. Klestov, went there “za kaznoi [to get
money]”); in Arkhangelsk, 12 persons (“na yarmarku [at the fair],” “dlya chernoi
raboty [for menial work],” and someone “v pod'yachikh [as a minor clerk]”), in Vo-
logda, 1 person; in Vyatka, 1 person. As we can see, trade was not the only reason for
the departure of Ustyug residents for Siberia because sometimes the reason indicated
was the performance of state service, menial work, and poverty. The second list in-
cludes about a dozen people who were away in Siberia: G.I. Sokolov, A.L. Zarubin,
I.S. Kozishnikov, V.P. Protasov, K.K. Semenov (“dlya chernoi raboty [for menial
work]”), [.S. Momotov, M.N. Myasnykh, V.Kh. Korablev, I.I. Bobrov, A.F. Volkov,
et al. Among them were posad people, small merchants, craftsmen, monastyrskie
vkladchiki [people who transferred their property to a monastery but preserved the
right to use it], and peasants.”> A more complete demographic description of the two
lists is given in the article “Tradespeople of Veliky Ustyug according to the census
books of the first quarter of the 18" century.”**

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There were only single instances when women went to Siberia on their own:
“Kaptelina Shpyneva ot"ekhala v sibirskie gorody v 713-m godu [Kaptelina Shpyneva
left for the towns of Siberia in the year 713].”*> Only two facts are connected with the
departure of the clergy’s children for Siberia and the stay of Ustyug natives in Siberia
as monks. In general, the migration of Ustyug residents to Siberia clearly prevailed
over the settling of Siberians in Ustyug. The census of 1710 recorded only one native
of Tobolsk, B.M. Izotovykh with his wife, who lived as a sharecropper.*®

In the 1710s, St. Petersburg and Voronezh became new directions for the migra-
tion of tradesmen and craftsmen. Stonemasons, blacksmiths and carpenters were
forcibly taken to these cities to the Admiralty department (“vysian v rabotniki v
Sankt-Piterburkh, a zhena ego skitaettsa mezh dvory [sent as a worker to St. Peters-
burg, and his wife wanders from homestead to homestead],” “vzyat v kuznetsy v Vo-
ronezh [taken as a blacksmith to Voronezh],” “vzyat [taken]” (a variant “soslan [ex-
iled],” which allows us to infer some kind of judicial sanction — Author) “po ukazu
velikogo gosudarya v rabotu v Sankt-Piterburkh [by decree of the great sovereign to
work in St. Petersburg],” “pomerl v kamenshchikakh u gorodovogo stroeniya [died
being a stonemason at the city construction site].””’ The summarizing section of the
census book of 1710 says that 6 craftsmen with their families were transferred to the
northern capital “na vechnoe zhit'e [for eternity]”: a stonemason, a boiler master, a
tailor, a carver, a carpenter, and a turner. In addition to craft work, migrants were re-
cruited to serve as clerks in the governorate and uyezd offices of Arkhangelsk, St. Pe-
tersburg, and Yarensk.”® Also, Ustyug residents worked at the construction of the
Novo-Dvinskaya Fortress. However, there were some voluntary migrations among
Ustyug residents: to Sol Kamskaya (3 persons); “k Arkhangel'skomu gorodu [to the
Arkhangelsk city]” (12 persons); to Vologda (2 persons); to Sol Vychegodskaya
(1 person).

Migrations resulted in changes in the ethnic composition of the Ustyug popula-
tion. The cadastre of 1677/1678 mentions Siberian Tatars (6 persons, some of them
“kuplennye [purchased]”), Zyryans (8 persons), a “permyak [Komi-Permyak]” (1 per-
son) and 17 Kokshars. The latter are considered in literature as a special ethnic group
of Russians in the North, formed as a result of ethno-cultural interaction of the colo-
nists from Novgorod and Rostov-Suzdal Lands with chud' zavolochskaya [Zavo-
lochye Chud, Finno-Ugric population of Zavolochye, a region beyond the portages

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that connected Lake Onega, Lake Beloye and the Sheksna River]. The number of
Kokshars was the largest in Ustyug in 1677/78 and amounted to 11 homestead own-
ers with children and 6 podvorniki [non-members of the commune] labourers, while
only 6 homestead owners and 2 Zyryan podvorniki from Yarensk Uyezd were re-
corded.”® Subsequently, the situation of the Great Northern War resulted in the arrival
of some Swedish prisoners of war in the North (from the Baltic provinces) far from
the seat of war: “krepostnaya devka 19 let shvetskoi porody [a 19-years-old serf girl
of Swedish origin].”*

Among the inhabitants of posad homesteads, the census books of 1710 and 1717
often mentioned “kuplennykh v Sibiri kalmykov i mungalov [Kalmyks and Mongols,
purchased in Siberia]” (both adult men and women, and children from 8 to 12 years
of age): “kuplenka-kichmanka mungalskoi porody [a purchased female slave of Mon-
golian origin],” or “kuplennoi kalmychok [a purchased Kalmyk youth].” According to
the first revision of 1721, a 22-year-old Kalmyk serf Mikhailo lived with his son in
the homestead of I.N. Kusheversky.*' In the homesteads of Ustyug merchants, mar-
riages were contracted between individual serf workers (basically, dependent debtors)
and “kuplennye devki mungalskoi porody [purchased maids of Mongolian origin],”
and their children were recorded in census books. At the homestead of a tradesman
N.A. Bushkovsky, a 45-year-old worker A.G. Permogorov lived with his wife
Evdokiya Ivanova, a 40-year-old woman “mungal'skoi porody [of Mongolian ori-
gin],” and they had an 8-year-old son.*” Such marriages were possible after the con-
version of “mungaly [Mongolians]” to Orthodoxy. The census of 1710 shows in-
stances when Ustyug merchants became godfathers for children and adolescents of
Mongolian origin purchased in Siberia, which means that those children were bap-
tized into Orthodoxy in Ustyug. Subsequently, as they grew older, they started their
own families with local posad people.” Representative is the newly coined surname
Mungalov: “Vasilii Terent'ev syn Mungalov 19 let [Vasilit Mungalov, son of Terentii,
19 years of age]”.** Forty-year-old Mikhail Makaryev “kalmytskoi porody [of Kal-
myk origin]” served as a clerk for Ya.V. Putilov, a merchant.*’ The stay of Kalmyks
and Mongolians in Ustyug was permanent; only single instances were recorded when

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“kuplennoi kalmychok [a purchased Kalmyk]” escaped or “mungal [a Mongolian]”
went back to Siberia. *

The arrival of people in Ustyug from other cities could also be associated with
apprenticeship. For example, the census of 1710 documented a 17-year-old posad
man S.S. Barsukov from Sol Galitskaya who lived in the homestead of V.K. Khudy-
shin “na vremya ego uchenik [as an apprentice for some time].” However, this is the
only instance that we have identified. Moreover, the description does not specify
what kind of trade / craft that 17-year-old youth studied. The sources do not indicate
the reasons why migrants from other cities resided in Ustyug. Thus, the Landrat cen-
sus of 1717 recorded a posad man K.A. Izvolov with his family who came from the
city of Kashin, lived in Ustyug for 7 years and did not pay taxes because of poverty.
A posad man I. Bakhmatov, who came from Ustyuzhna Zhelezopolskaya, lived in
Ustyug for 15 years. The revision of 1721 recorded two posad men from Vologda in
Ustyug.”’

Thus, based on the materials of cadastre and census books of Veliky Ustyug from
the 1620s to the early 1720s, the article examined both internal (city — rural volosts of
the uyezd), inter-uyezd (within the vast area of Pomorye), and inter-regional (North —
Centre, and North — Siberia) migrations of the population, highlighting some gender
and ethnic aspects of this processes. Both city residents (tradesmen, posad people,
representatives of the clergy), and peasants, bobyls and sharecroppers of different
status were involved in migration processes. Migrations were basically caused by
socio-economic reasons (trade and craft specialization, tax and duty burdens), as well
as by forced mobilizations by the government and, in part, demographic ties between
the city and the village as a result of family and marriage relations. The multifactorial
and multidirectional nature of migration processes does not allow us to talk unambi-
guously about the irreversibility of the phenomenon of urbanization in Pomorye in
the Early Modern period. The significance of migration as a factor of social mobility
(inter-class, in-class and inter-generation) of the population of Pomorye requires fur-
ther research.
